QUEST
The Morris School District Quest program was developed to meet the needs of students who demonstrate general intellectual talent, a wide range of general information, and high levels of vocabulary, abstract word knowledge, and abstract reasoning.
 
A formal identification of the 3%-5% of the student population who are nationally recognized as academically gifted is made through the use of a matrix.  The components of the matrix include: parent and teacher nominations (Behavioral Characteristics Checklist), Children’s Progress of Academic Achievement or NJ ASK scores, and Naglieri Non-Verbal Ability Test results.
 
Grade 3: Letters will be mailed home to parents of students in grade three on October 12th and include a copy of the Quest Behavioral Characteristics Checklist. Parents may fill out the checklist to nominate their own children. Checklists should be completed and returned to school by October 30th. 
Grades 4 & 5: Parents of students in grades 4 and 5 may complete a checklist and return it to school at any time. Forms for 4th and 5th grade students can be found on the Sussex Avenue Website under the ling for QUEST. Students who are already in Quest remain in the program through Grade 5 and do not need to be reevaluated.
